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Abstract

The current study aimed to investigate the effect of the Philosophers’ Chairs strategy on
the achievement in history among fourth-grade literary stream students during the
academic year 2024-2025, in the morning study shift. To achieve this objective, the
researcher prepared an achievement test consisting of 45 items, administered to both the
experimental and control groups. The psychometric properties of the test were verified
to ensure validity and reliability. Furthermore, the researcher designed instructional
lesson plans based on the Philosophers’ Chairs strategy for the experimental group,
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while the control group was taught using the traditional method. Data were analyzed
using appropriate statistical tools, and the results revealed the following:

There were statistically significant differences between the students in the experimental
group, who were taught history using the Philosophers’ Chairs strategy, and those in the
control group, who were taught using the traditional method, in favor of the
experimental group in the post-achievement test.
